The combination of rails, sleepers, fittings, ballast, etc., is known as the track or permanent way.
In some countries, temporary tracks were laid for conveyance of earth for the building up or the
formation of a railway, and the permanent way was so called to distinguish the final layout from
these temporary tracks.
